ERASMUS MUNDUS
The European Union's Erasmus program provides financial aid to enable European students to study or complete an internship in another European country for 3 to 12 months.
Program description

Launched in 1987, the Erasmus program was the first large European program in the field of higher education.

Each institution is responsible for organizing its exchanges. Interested students must contact the office of international relations at their institution. The work that the student does abroad is counted toward his or her degree at home, thanks to the European Credit Transfer System.

The Erasmus program also allows students to travel abroad for an internship. From the second year of postsecondary education through the doctoral years, students may complete an internship of 3 to 12 months with a European firm. The time spent abroad is counted toward the student's degree, whether that degree is (in French terms) a national diploma or another credential in the (French) national registry of professional certifications. Before leaving for a period of work abroad, the student must enter into an internship agreement with the university and the host firm.

The budget of the Erasmus program has grown. From €950 million for the period 2000–06, it is now €3.114 billion for the current program cycle.

3 months to 1 year

Number of grants

Europe's goal is 3 million Erasmus students between 2008 and 2012.

Eligibility criteria

Nationality: All

Subject area: All

Level: Bachelor; Master; PhD

Remarks: Interuniversity mobility under the Erasmus program is encouraged from second year of postsecondary education through the doctoral years.

Additional criteria: Under the Erasmus program, participating students continue to receive financial aid from their home country.
